This past week while my family and I were driving to southern California, I was thinking about all the trips I had 
made with my parents without the aid of modern technology such as DVD players, video games, etc. that 
today keep our children occupied today. As I was thinking about my childhood trips, I realized my children 
were missing out on the beauty that God created by simply looking out the window of the car. I was reminded 
of the Hymn, “For the Beauty of the Earth”. A few lines of that hymn to consider, “For the beauty of the earth, 
for the beauty of the skies, for the love which from our birth Over and around us lies, For the beauty of each 
hour, Of the day and of the night, Hill and vale, and tree and flow’r, Sun and moon, and stars of light.

The conversation 
changed to another topic; however, it wasn’t very long before our ten-year-old Deacon commented, “Those 
Mountains are beautiful.” At that moment, the entire carload looked and recognized “The Beauty of the 
Earth.” On the same trip, we took a small hike up to some tide pools. During that hike, the kids recognized the 
beauty of the coast. As we stood on the beach, it was rewarding to hear that my children also recognized 
the beauty that had been created for their benefit. In D&C 59:18 we read: Yea, all things which come of the 
earth, in the season thereof, are made for the benefit and the use of man, both to please the eye and to 
gladden the heart. Later in verse 21 the Lord says: And in nothing doth man offend God, or against none is his 
wrath kindled, save those who confess not his hand in all things, and obey not his commandments. We don’t 
need to take trips to see the beauty all around us. During this time of renewal, we see the death of winter 
transform to a rebirth of color and growth. In Genesis we learn, “out of the ground made the Lord God to 
grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight” (Gen. 2:9). I believe in the beauty of nature—the flowers, the 
fruit, the sky, the peaks, and the plains from 
which they rise. I especially love springtime as 
flowers bloom, grass greens, and trees bud. 
President Hinckley said, “I see and admire beauty 
in people. I am not so concerned with the look 
that comes of lotions and creams, of pastes and 
packs, as seen in slick-paper magazines and on 
television. I am not concerned whether the skin 
be fair or dark. I have seen beautiful people in all 
of the scores of nations through which I have 
walked. Little children are beautiful everywhere. 
And so are the aged, whose wrinkled hands and 
faces speak of struggle and survival. I pray that 
we can take the time to, as the old cliché 
suggests to, “stop and smell the roses” and give 
thanks to our Father in Heaven for the Beauty of 
this Earth for beauty is all around us.

For April’s 72-hour kit Challenge, we want to focus on Emergency Shelter. 
Our focus is on making sure that everyone has a mylar blanket & 
emergency tent in case of disaster. Please make this a priority and pack 
your items in your 72-hour bags. These blankets and tents can be found 
online and in camping areas of stores. These are lightweight and meant to 
be easily packed. 
  
If you can, also purchase a small stove, candles, and matches in water-
proof container for heat. 
  
Finally, consider purchasing a tent that fits your household and sleeping 
bags for each member. If an emergency hits and you can stay at home, 
having a tent in your house will keep your warmer in the winter if the power 
is off and sleeping bags will help regulate your body temperature. 
  
Thank you for working with us in getting yourself and families ready for 
emergencies! As always, once your mylar blanket & emergency tent is 
bought and, in your packs, contact Leilani (text 801-831-2210 
or Leilani@BHHSUtah.com) to have your name entered into this month’s 
drawing on May 1st . The prize will be an emergency tent (that fits 2 – 4 
people) with 2 emergency sleeping bags. 
  
As an additional note, if you ordered the backpacks, you have the mylar 
blanket, stove & matches already. Just order an emergency tent I have 
contacted ReadyWise and they will still honor the pricing of $64.65 / 
backpack with code “North Canyon 5.” So, think of Mother’s Day / Father’s 
Day / new family members, etc. Just call Mike Hatch at 801-928-2369.
