western America. It cost lmoney to do that. But when the family
counted their coins, they only had a part of the fare. About that
time, the Church announced in all the branches that there was a
reduced cost coming into effect. (Instead of wagons, handcarts would
be used to cross the prairie. Elder Dana played a small part in
this.) Besides, there was the perpetual emigrating fund, which let
you pay for a part of your fare after you had arrived; and there
would be only three -- Ben and Jane and Elizabeth. So the small
family became a part of an emigration group, and sailed on the ship,
"Thornton”" in early 1856. They arrived in America in June.
Railroads took them to the beginning of the prairie.

Overland travel in the 1850s was in many ways like a picnic. Yes,
there were Indians. (No one from Norfolk had any idea what one
looked like.) But you were on a well-traveled road, with many people
using the same "road". Only now you had to pull a handcart. The
leader of this group showed them the handcart shops. He commented
that the carts weren't quite ready.

It wasn't until July that the company could start off. The leader,
Brother Willie, held a council. He was pleased with the looks of the
people he would be in charge of, but he had to tell them they
wouldn't leave until the next season. You had to go "in season"
because the weather was favorable, and there was plenty of grass for
the livestock to graze. Yes, there were a few wagons in handcart
companies, to haul the provisions, and such. But not so many that

the 200 people in the group could ride.

"That means we're stuck here for a year!" someone shouted. The
question was: how can you live and eat and keep warm until the next
"season" comes? There was no money to help such a large group do
that. The leader reminded them that the "Season" would probably end
before the group could walk far enough to get provision§ from thg
Church center. The chance of that was too great; he adv1§ed staying
-—- people could possibly find work and get money to survive thg .
winter. But the people talked him into leading them NOW,.ln spite o
the danger. The danger seemed far off; the winter here without money
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felt good in -- All Irish are Catholic, but Britain is Epsicopal.

After the little ones were in their teens, Mary's health took a
downturn. She had stomach pains. No remedy helped; eventually the
doctors said she had cancer. When she died she was almost fifty --

quite young.

Ben had encountered death before. SO had Mary -- her mother passed
away shortly after she had born James. Ben's parents had died ten

years previous; his kids had grown up with no grandparent at all.

But what hurt more was that little Bridget had taken ill and died

the year before Ben's parents.

But life goes on. First-born Catherine had fallen in love with Ben
Brown; they were happily married when Mary's younger girls were not
€veén age ten; they lived nearby. Three years later James had found
Christiana Stebbings; they were happily settled nearby and blessed
his parents with a grandchild. Six months after his mother, Mary,
died, they had a replacement for her -- another grandchild; they
named her Mary Ann. But she only lived a year. And James himself
became deathly ill and passed away a year later -- and Christiana
died also.

It wasn't but three years before someone left a tract with the
family. It talked of a new religion. Ben was free to look into such
a thing; he had questions in his mind about where you go after
death. His three girls didn't worry about that, only once in a
while. Well, the new religion was the dreaded "Mormons", but it had
Solid answers to Ben's questions. The elders began to visit the
Culleys often. Mary Anne was looking to marry; Jane and Elizabeth
Wwere new young adults. On one visit, the elders brought along their
Supervisor, Elder Dana. He fit the image well; he was older and
Mmore apt to supervise. The girls looked on him as almost a
father-type. Due to his religious calling, the girls called him

Fine. But it took a whole week of riding in a wagon to get there.

The sisters talked during the long days of Jiggle, bump, and lurch.
(We'll use abbreviations here for their names. )

E: Oh, ouch! My seat is worn out! I'd almost like to walk! J;
That's right; I hurt too. Too bad we didn't bring our bustles; we
could use them as cushions. I hope my baby doesn't think about
coming before we get there!

E: Oh, cushions -- that's 3 good idea! Why couldn't Charles get a

E: What they really need here 1s a better road. Remember the road
going north out of Sprowston? That was nice.
J: What I wouldn't give to be back there!

Thelr time in Fillmore was short; the U.S. Army had passed, they
could return to Ogden now. But the situation there was unchanged.
Living among people who should be like sisters, but aren't, is hard.
And to top it off, the month after arriving home, Jane's pregnancy
came full; she bore a girl, Elizabeth Ann.

Soon, there were ten people living together. Besides "Pastor Dana"
there were four wives, one son, George -- one of Margaret Kennedy's
sons. And four children under ten -- three girls, one boy.

Neighbors were handy. Lorin Farr had his four wives in separate
houses on the same block in Ogden. But Charles only had the one
house. Soon he had two of his wives, Ann and Mary Ann, move to the
farm, north of Ogden. He had church things to do most days, so he
hired farmhands to run the place. It was profitable. But the
profits were paid mostly in produce. The wasn't much money in the
territory. Charles divided the profits fairly among his four
families. Since Jane and Elizabeth were in the city, he sometimes
gave them a credit paper, which they could take to the stores and
"buy" what they wanted. The credit was meant for food, allowing more
variety than on a farm. Jane and Elizabeth liked finery. The
"sisters" would spend all the credit on fine -- as fine as was
avallable -- and then tell "Pastor Dana" that they had no food. They
were used to fine things. Once when the four wives were together, a
package had arrived for Mary Ann -- nice ribbon to use for her |
clothes. But Mary Ann sometimes visited relatives in Salt Lake City.
When she returned this time, she noticed that the "sisters"” had hats
adorned with the ribbon that was hers. Being in close quarters, Mary
Ann couldn't fight it out with the "sisters"; she just let things be

to keep the peace. And the more trying part was that Charles had
only so much profit. When the "sisters" complained they had no food,
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was close and real.

So they began the trek across the plains. Yes, as advertised, the
handcarts rolled aiong obediently. Some carts had to be fixed -- the
wood, being new, broke more readily. Fixing takes time; that was
bad. When the hills of Wyoming appeared, the carts were harder to
pull. Ben was sixty; he deserved a rocking chair, not a handcart:

He got overtired, and got sick. He was found dead one morning; his

body was buried near the "road".

There is a heart-wrenching account of the handcarts meeting a
persistent snowstorm as they approached the continental divide, the
highest peaks were near the "road". That can be told later.

Once in Salt Lake City, where the center of the Church was, life was
"normal®. Jane and Elizabeth were employed as maids in one of the
large homes near the center of town. The girls sized up the young
men around them, but were not impressed. They each wanted an
"English knight"; here it was poorly dressed farm hands.

They had been there only nine months when they heard that "Pastor
Dana" was to arrive soon, his missionary work finished. Among the
hundreds that called for his time, the two girls were able.to
recount to him their freezing journey, and the loss of their father.
Brigham Young saw that they were old friends of Elder Dana. He had
seen thelr disappointment in the young men in town. ?n another
month, a twin wedding had been arranged. Jane and Elizabeth would
become wives of "Pastor Dana". That was a surprise, but they
reasoned: we're sisters; we can get along well. "Pastor Dana" had a

small estate in Ogden, the city forty miles north. It might be ag
honor to be in his house.

to occur in only two days!

Well, it wasn't a double wedding. On the appointed dayt they.found
there were two other "wives" joining them, who had arrlved.w1th
